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ABSTRACT

The aims of this research were to study of the Sangha (Buddhist Ecclesiastics)
Administration and its levels as to find out well as the problems and suggestions according to the
principle of good governance in Region 7. This is a quantitative and qualitative research through a
questionnaire and interviews. A fixed random sample of 295 ecclesiastical provincial, district and
sub-district governors from Chiang Mai, Lampoon and Mae HongSon provinces was used for
collecting data. The statistics used to analyze the data were frequency, percentage, arithmetic
mean and standard deviation. The results were as follows;

1. As a whole, Ecclesiastical officials used the principles of good governance at a
moderate level. Considering each side, it was found that the principles of good governance were
used at a high level. On the other hand, the principles of morality, fairness, participation,
responsibility and worthiness were at a moderate level.

2. The suggestions for Sangha Administration were that the Dhamma and principles
have to be used strictly. The monks and novices have to be trained in order to understand the
principles of good governance and use them appropriately according to the Dhamma and Vinaya

and the Sangha Act as well as according the law.
