All students have achieved the course assessment criteria. For students' learning 

improvement, the score of the post-test is higher than the pretest one at the .05 level of 

significance. Students learning by problem-baed learning method were satisfied towards 

problem-based learning at the high level, except in the aspect of equipment, chemicals and 

laboratory, the average satisf8ction was observed. 
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
