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ABSTRACT

The research was aimed at developing Mathayom Suksa 1 students’ English learning
plan from the All about me unit by using a mind-mapping teaching method, and to compare
Mathayom Suksa 1 students’ learning achievement through two teaching methods, using mind-
mapping and the normal teaching method, and to study the students’ level of satisfaction towards
learning when using the mind-mapping teaching method. The sample was 40 Mathayom Suksa 1
students of Banpaepitthaya School, Mae Hong Son Educational Service Area office 2, during the
first semester of the 2007 academic year. The sample was divided into two groups : the
experimental group and controlled group, with 20 students in each. The instruments of this study
consisted of the learning unit on A/ about me, which contained 10 lesson plans, two English
achievement tests, and a questionnaire about the level of satisfaction towards learning
by using the mind-mapping teaching method. The methods of this experiment were
1) to do Pretest which was developed by the researcher, 2) to divide the sample into the
experimental group and the controlled group based on the score of the Pretest, 3) to teach the
learning unit on A/l about me by using mind—rﬁapping and by using the normal teaching method
lesson plan for 5 weeks, 4) to do a Posttest, 5) and to distribute a questionnaire about the level
of satisfaction towards learning by using the mind-mapping teaching method. The data derived
was analyzed to find out mean and standard deviations while the differences of achievement

scores were tested with t-test (Independent Sample)




The findings were as follows:

1. Developing the Mathayom Suksa 1 students’ English learning plan on All about
me unit by using the mind-mapping teaching method, it was found that the score of an expert’s
learning plans by using the mind-mapping teaching method was average. The average scores
were based on the purposes was given.

2. The learning achievement of the experimental group which was taught by using
the mind-mapping teaching method was higher than the controlled group which was taught by
using the common teaching method by a statistical significance of .01.

3. The students’ level of satisfaction showed that they were very satisfied to learn by

using the mind-mapping teaching method.
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
